This year our annual school fundraiser will be a Walk A Thon. The children in grades one, two and three will walk a total of 20 km in their gym classes over the course of a two week span. The kindergarten children will walk 10 km over the course of a two week span.  We encourage all children to walk at home as well with their parents, however, to ensure that all children walk the 10km or 20km we will do it at school.  

The Walk A Thon will start on Monday, October 21 and end on Friday November 1. Each day the children will walk 2 km, which is 10 laps around the track. The kindergarten students will walk 5 laps per day, which is 1 km. All pledge money is due back to the school no later than Nov. 5, 2013.
Parents are more than welcome to come and walk with their child during the next two weeks. Please check with your child or child’s teacher to see the time of their gym class. 

You can sponsor your child for each km walked or donate a lump sum, whatever works for you. We don’t want the children to go door to door to fundraise for this, however, family friends, co-workers and relatives are fine.

The class that raises the most money will receive $100 to put towards a classroom activity or materials of their choice. 
All monies raised will go towards activities for the students. For example, Science East, Apple Farm, guest speakers and musical entertainment. We also need to purchase new soccer balls and basketballs for the children to play with at recess and lunch.
