1)  Welcome/Call to Order/Appoint a Secretary

Anne will contact Tammy regarding the decorating of the classrooms.  This event would take the place of the dance in the gym, instead each classroom would celebrate Halloween individually.

e)  Hot Lunch
Holly Wiebe will continue as hot lunch co-ordinator.  

A decision was made in the summer to increase the cost of hot lunch to $2.00 to cover some increasing costs.  This decision was made by the executive.

f)  IBPS Scholarship Fund

We raised enough money for two scholarships valued at $500 each last year.  For 2012, one of the executive members should contact JMH to get a list of the four nominees for this scholarship.  The decision of who will receive the money will be made by Home and School.  Eileen Bowes presented the scholarships in June 2011 to Jessica Walsh and Eric Hannah.  A decision was made that instead of pennies, any loose change will be accepted.

Children in the winning class will receive a popsicle.

g)  Other
This is the 75th year of the Home and School Association and Anne would like to see us reach 75 members.  She reminded the attendees that anyone can be a member; aunts, uncles, grandparents and parents.  Let’s try to reach the goal of 75!
